Formation of 99s

 The Ninety-Nines, Inc. was founded November 2, 1929, at Curtiss Field in Valley 
Stream, Long Island, New York. 

 At that time, there were 117 women pilots worldwide. All were invited to attend 
a meeting in Long Island to discuss the possibility of establishing an organization 
of women pilots.

 Of the 117 originally invited, 99 joined to become charter members. The group 
took its name from the number of charter members and in 1931 elected 
Amelia Earhart its first president.

 The Ninety-Nines, Inc. is now an international organization of licensed women 
pilots from 35 countries -- we currently have over 6,500 members throughout 
the world. Our International Headquarters are located in Oklahoma City,
