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• Airport Carbon Accreditation (ACA) is a 
voluntary carbon management program 
specifically for airports. 

• The program was launched by ACI Europe in 
2009.

• ACA sets requirements for airports for 
measuring and reducing their carbon 
emissions, with the ultimate goal of becoming 
carbon neutral. 

What is Airport Carbon Accreditation? 
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Airports can apply for one of four levels. 
• Level 1: Mapping 
• Level 2: Reduction 
• Level 3: Optimization
• Level 3+: Neutrality 

Currently, VNY is at Level 2, but is pursuing 
Level 3 in 2019.
